Tomatoes

EARLY 

· ALASKA FANCY 55 day (D) Pear -shaped, bright red plums produce abundantly. Use for salads and canning. Appx. 2" x 1-1/2" 2 oz. fruits.

· MANITOBA 58 day(D) Fruits are bright red, slightly flattened, 6 oz. Easily grown in small areas.

· STUPICE 52 DAY (I) A native of Czechoslovakia, cold tolerant, superior flavor and high yields. Tests show av. of 87 fruits picked per plant, sugary sweet. 1-2 oz.

· DOUBLE RICH 65 day (I) As much vitamin C as an orange and twice that of most other tomatoes. Blight & wilt resistant 5-7 oz. fruit. Slicing and red. 

· TIGERELLA 60 day (I) Tangy flavor from unique striped fruits. Highly productive and disease resistant. 4-6 oz.
· BLACK KRIM 65 day (I) Fruits are a dark, deep red(almost a shiny black) with heavy green shoulders, inside is a deep, reddish-green color. Sweet and tasty. 3-6 oz. 
MID-SEASON

· NEW HAMPSHIRE SURE-CROP 78 day(D) Yields 4-5 " fruit full of old time tangy flavor. Excellent for slicing or canning.

· SCHIMMEIG STRIPED HOLLOW 80 DAY (I) Treat yourself to tuna salad-stuffed tomatoes served ice box cold on a hot summer day Bell-pepper shaped, hollow, 3-5 " red fruit, light gold streaks on outside. Produces buckets of fruit.

· DELICIOUS 77 day (I) Excellent slicer. Most fruits over 1 lb. and many 2-3 lbs. and still holds the world record of 7 lbs. for a single fruit. Smooth, solid and excellent flavor.

· BURBANK RED SLICING 75 day (D) Developed by Luther Burbank around 1915. Heavy yielder of majestic 3-4" fruit. Deep red with bold tomato flavor. Very good for canning or slicing.

· HIGH CAROTENE 76 day (I) Has 2-3 times more bata-carotene than other varieties, making it a good source of Vit.A, an antioxidant important for healthy vision 2-3 " red globes with a hint of orange color, meaty and flavorful. Good for canning with higher acid content.

· PERSIMMON 80 day (I) This heirloom dates back to the 1800’s and is right at home in the Northwest. Yellow beefsteak-like fruit w/ few blemishes.

· BLACK 85 day (I) A Russian heirloom, very sweet for its size. Very dark red fruit are 2-3", thin-skinned and quite soft. Vigorous.

· CHEROKEE PURPLE 80 day (I) Medium pink-purple(brown) fruits. Av. 8-12 oz. Round and oblate.

· GREEN ZEBRA 78 day (D) Bright green with light green stripes. Small fruits, 2-4 oz. have "real tomato" taste. Vigorous.

· YELLOW PEAR 78 day (I) Vigorous vines produce high yields of 2", yellow-skinned, pear-shaped fruits with few seeds. Prolific yields and dependable performance.

· GERMAN RED STRAWBERRY 80 day (I) This German heirloom is the essential sandwich tomato. Delicious, uniform fruits resemble strawberries, but much larger, av. 10 oz. and 3 1/2" long. Solid meat and little juice.

· BANANA LEGS 75 day (D) Very prolific and long-lasting. Bright yellow, pointed, banana-shaped fruits, 4" long by 1-1/2" in diameter, meaty, low acid, especially good for slicing into salads.
· BLACK PLUM 72 day (I) The 3" elongated fruit integrate a multitude of rich tomato flavors and sweet tangy aftertaste. Crack resistant skit mahogany-brown fruit with a touch of green at the stem end.
LATE SEASON

· PINEAPPLE 85-90 day (I) Enormous, uniquely-patterned, yellow-red striped fruits. Beefsteak-type fruits easily grow to 5” and larger. Meaty Flesh, mild flavored and no green shoulders.

· BRANDYWINE 90 day (I) Large pinkish-red fruit. This Amish heirloom dates back to 1885 and is considered to be the world’s best flavored tomato weighing up to 1 ½ lbs. 

· ARKANAS TRAVELER 90 day (I) This stock seed was discovered in the Ozark mts. Of Arkansas and Missouri. Fruits are med. Sized about 6oz with excellent creamy mild flavor.

· OPLAKA 85 days (I) Well suited for sauce and canning. Long pepper shaped with fruit 4-6” long. Grows in clusters of 3-5 fruits, sweet and refreshing.

· AMANA ORANGE 90 day (I) This heirloom takes its name from Amana, Iowa and features large, up to 5” dia. Beefsteak-type mild fruits of a distinctive orange color.
